Quick Installation Guide

This Quick Installation Guide contains brief instructions for the following environments:

· Windows 95/98/ME/NT/2000/XP Peer-to-Peer Networks

· Macintosh (AppleTalk)

For other environments, or any problems, please refer to the full User Manual in the Manual folder on the CD-ROM.
If Use with PLANET 802.11b wireless accessory card, please refer to the package of the card for detail wireless installation guide.
Physical Installation
1. Ensure the power is OFF then connect the printer to the Print Server's printer port.

2. Connect the standard LAN cable to the proper connector of the Print Server. 

Note: If your Print Server has both BNC and UTP (10Base-T or 10/100Base-T) connectors, only one connection can be used.

3. Use a standard LAN cable to connect the LAN port on the Print Server to a 10BaseT or 100BaseTX hub.

4. Connect the supplied Power Adapter
5. Power up and check the Error LEDs.  It should flash, then turn off.  If it stays on, there is a hardware error. Refer to the user’s manual for details.

Print Server Setup

In the following situation, you do not need to configure the Print Server.  Just follow the procedures on section “Client PC Printing Setup” to share your printer. 

Windows users: 

· Already installed NetBEUI protocol.

· Already installed TCP/IP protocol and have DHCP server on local LAN. 

Apple Macintosh users: 

· Already installed AppleTalk protocol.

If you have only installed TCP/IP protocol on your PC, please additionally install SetBox program when installing the Peer to Peer Print driver to setup the print server’s IP address.

Client PC Printing Setup

>> Windows Peer-to-Peer Printing

Install Peer-To-Peer Print Driver 
1. Insert the supplied CD-ROM into your drive. Please run SETUP.EXE in Driver/PTP20 folder on CD-ROM by clicking on Start, Run, and enter D:\Driver\PTP20\Setup.exe (where D is the letter of your CD-ROM drive).  Click OK.
2. Follow the prompts to complete the installation.

3. The Print Driver Setup will then run.
4. When prompt for printing redirector, please select the desired protocol to install and click Next.
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5. If select “TCP/IP protocol”, the Select Components window appears.  If your computer is the network administrator’s computer and you like to configure the print server’s IP address through easy to use SetBox program, check “Install SetBox program (System Administrator only).  Otherwise, select the default, Install Print Server Driver. Click Next.
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6. Accept the default Program Folder.  Click Next. The Setup windows will appear as the files are copied to your computer. 

7. The installation will be stopped in 95% for a few seconds and a screen like the following will be displayed. 
· Click Browse. The Configure screen will search all the Print Server in your LAN. 
· Select the Print Server you want to use in the Print Server list.
Note: You can find the print server’s default name in the back panel as SCxxxxxx.  It also represents the print server’s MAC address.  For example, SC123456 shows its MAC address: 00-c0-02-12-34-56.

· If you are using 3 ports Print Server, you can click “Select Device Port” to select the port which your printer connect to. And modify the “Port Name” if you would like to have a meaningful name to this port.
· Press “OK” to finish the installation. 

Note: If the “Configure PrintServer” screen is not displayed, Press “Alt” + “Tab” to show it.  
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8. Now you can refer to the section “Configure the Printer Port” to continue the setup and print through this print server.  

Setup Print Server IP address through SetBox

6. After select TCP/IP protocol and installing SetBox program, you can run the SetBox through “Start” -> “Program” -> “PrintServer Driver” -> “SetBox”, the following will be displayed:
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7. Please input the device name and the IP address within same subnet of your PC and click “Set Device”.  Set Successfully windows will pop-up after a few seconds.  You can then configure your PC to print through TCP/IP protocol as the following section “Configure the Printer Port”.

Configure The Printer Port

After installing the Peer to Peer Print Driver, install the Windows printer driver for each printer(s) attached to the PrintServer.
8. Click on Start => Settings => Printers.
9. If no printers are installed, install the printer driver(s) per the directions from the printer’s manufacturer, as if the printer is a “local” printer attached directly to the PC.
10. After the printer driver has been installed, click on Start => Settings => Printers. Locate the printer you want to attach to the PrintServer, which appears as an icon in the Printers folder, and right-click on it.
11. Click on Properties.
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When the Properties window appears, 
· For Windows 95, 98 and Millennium, choose the Details tab. Click on the Add Port button.
· For Windows NT, 2000 and XP, click on Ports and then Add Port.

12. When the Add Port window appears, 

· For Windows 95, 98 and Millennium, select Other and then PrintServer under the listed ports to add. Click OK.

· For Windows NT, 2000 and XP, select PrintServer and click on New Port.
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13. The Configure PrintServer window appears, shown below.

14. Click on Browse and choose from the list that appears.
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It may take a few seconds for the list to appear. If you have multiple Print Servers on your network, be sure to pick the correct name and click OK.
15. Click on the Select Device Port button.
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16. If you are using Print Server with more than one port, choose the Print Server port connected to the newly installed printer. Then you can also change the Port Name to a meaningful one, like “HP_LJ4L”.
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17. In the Configure Print Server window, set the Retry interval, which determines how many seconds, Windows waits before attempting to send a print job again if the Print Server was busy.
18. If you want each print job to be identified with the user’s name, enable the banner. If you need postscript printing for the banner, select the PostScript option. Be sure to enter the workgroup or username you want to appear on the banner.
19. When you finish, click OK. When the Printer Properties window reappears, click Apply, then select the General tab. Click on Print Test Page. If the page prints, click OK in the Properties window and close all opened windows. Your Print Server installation is now complete, and you can print as you do normally. 

>> Macintosh (AppleTalk)

20. Click the Apple icon and then Control Panel - Network.

21. Ensure that EtherTalk is selected under AppleTalk Connection.

22. Click Chooser. The Chooser panel will open.

23. Click on either the LaserWriter 8 icon (recommended) or the LaserWriter 7 icon.

24. Select a Print Server from the printer list. Print Server names appear in the form SCxxxxxx (SC followed by 6 digits), as recorded on the base of the Print Server.

25. Click on the Close box. 
Configuration is now complete.

>> Server-based Print Queues

The Print Server also supports the use of Queue-based printing systems, where print jobs are spooled on an existing Windows Server.

If you wish to use such a system, refer to the on-line user manual for details. The user manual is provided with the Administration installation, or can be accessed directly from the Manual folder on the CD-ROM.
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
