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Requirements

· Cable modem or DSL/ADSL modem.

· Network Hub.
Either a 10BaseT or 100BaseT Hub can be used.

· Network cables.
Use standard 10/100BaseT network (UTP) cables with RJ45 connectors.

· PCs using Windows 95/98, ME, NT 4.0, or 2000.

Internet Access Server Setup

  Physical Installation

1. Ensure the Internet Access Server and the ADSL/Cable modem are powered OFF before commencing. Leave your ADSL/Cable modem connected to its wall socket (phone line or cable input).

2. Insert the supplied Wireless PCMCIA card into the slot on the rear. Ensure the card is the right way up, and push it firmly until it clicks into position.

3. Use a standard LAN cable to connect the HUB port on the Internet Access Server to a 10BaseT or 100BaseT Hub. 

4. Connect your Cable/DSL Modem to the WAN port on the Internet Access Router. Use the cable supplied with your Cable/DSL modem. If no cable was supplied with your modem, use a standard network cable.

5. Use a standard parallel printer cable to connect your printer to the parallel printer port on the Wireless Router.

6. Connect the Power Adapter. Use only the unit provided.

7. Power ON. The Status LED should flash, then turn off. 
If it stays on, there is a hardware error.

  Configuration

For Internet Access, the Wireless Router is a Plug and Play device if the TCP/IP settings used by your ADSL/Cable modem are assigned dynamically.

8. Power up the Multi-function Wireless Router.

9. Power up the ADSL/Cable modem.

10. Power up the PCs.

11. On the PC, start your Web Browser, and try to connect to a well-known site, such as www.microsoft.com

· If this doesn't work, follow the procedure in the next section Manual Configuration.

· If this works on some PCs, but not on others, see PC Setup for details on configuring the PCs which do not work.

12. Perform TCP/IP Setup for your PC, as described in the following section. 

Remember to restart your PC when finished.

13. Start your WEB browser. In the Address box, enter the following:

HTTP://192.168.0.1

14. You will see the LAN screen. Normally, there is no need to change any settings on this screen.

15. Select WAN, and choose the connection method (Direct Connection or PPPoE). If your ISP's documentation does not mention PPPoE, select Direct Connection.

16. Click the Configure button, and input all data on the WAN Port screen. Use the on-line help for assistance as required.

· If using Direct Connection (instead of PPPoE) it may be necessary to contact your ISP and advise them of the Hardware (MAC) address of the Wireless Router. The Hardware (MAC) address is displayed on the WAN Port screen.(If you didn't provide this information to your ISP when first connected, there is no need to provide it now.)

· If using the Wireless Access Point, select Wireless.

17. On the Wireless screen, enter your desired SSID. All wireless stations must use the same SSID. 
The default value is default 

18. All stations must use the same channel. For the USA and Canada, the default is 3. If desired, change the channel.

19. Save the data. 
Configuration of the Wireless Router is now complete.

  TCP/IP Setup

20. Select the Network Neighborhood icon on the desktop, then Properties. You will see a screen like the one below:
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21. If a line like the one highlighted ("TCP/IP -> Network Card”) is not listed, follow these steps to add it:

· Click the "Add" button

· Double-click "Protocol"

· Highlight "Microsoft" and then "TCP/IP"

· Click "OK"

· Wait a few seconds, while TCP/IP is added. Then click "OK" to exit Network Properties. 

· Restart your PC.

22. Select the “TCP/IP -> Network card” entry, as highlighted above. Click the Properties button to display a screen like the following:
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23. Ensure that the "Obtain an IP Address automatically" setting is selected, as shown above. The DHCP server in the Wireless Router will provide the IP Address to the PC.

Restart your PC, even if no changes were made.

  Internet Access

24. Select Start Menu - Settings - Control Panel - Internet Options. 

25. Select the Connection tab, and click the Setup button.

26. Select "I want to set up my Internet connection manually, or I want to connect through a local area network (LAN)" and click "Next".

27. Select "I connect through a local area network (LAN)" and click "Next".

28. Ensure all of the boxes on the following Local area network Internet Configuration screen are unchecked.

29. Continue the Wizard, selecting any desired options, until you click the "Finish" button.

30. Configuration is now complete.

  Print Setup

31. Insert the supplied CD-ROM into your drive. If the setup program does not start, run SETUP in the root folder.

32. Select your model, then the Print Port Driver installation option. Follow the prompts to complete the installation.

33. The Print Port Setup will then run, and the following screen will be displayed.
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34. Select the desired device and port, and then click the "Add" button to add the port and then start the Windows Add Printer wizard.

35. Continue the Add Printer wizard to complete the installation. If prompted about Sharing, do NOT enable Sharing.

   Wireless Setup

Ensure your Wireless devices use the same SSID and Channel Number settings as the Wireless Router.
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
