1.1 IP Configuration

Before you access IP Camera through Internet Explorer (IE) you must set
its IP. For access from LAN, you must set its IP in the same network as the
other machines.

User can use SADP Client, which is supplied from LanVision, to
search and modify the IP of IP Cameras. For more information, please
refer to the document with SADP Client software.

Chapter2 Main interface and functions

2.1 Main interface

After you logged in IP Camera, you will see the main interface as below:

2.2 Preview(On/Off)

Press button to alter the status of preview interface between ON
and OFF. By default, the status of it is ON when you log in at first time.



2.3 PTZ Control panel

2.3.1 Relay (On/Off)

Control the PTZ cameras internal relay (relay0) or the decoder’s relay
(relay 1). Used to turn on a light or control an access gate.

2.3.2 Wiper (On/Off)

If using the PTZ cameras corresponding wiper control relay, this toggles
the relay/wiper on and off.

2.3.3 Preset call

When you select this function, system will show all the preset names you
set in Preset Setup menu; you can click one to move to it.

2.3.4 Zoom +/ Zoom —

Controls the zoom function of the PTZ camera.

2.3.5 Focus +/ Focus -

Overrides the auto-focus setup of the PTZ camera, adjust focus the
image.

2.3.6 Iris + / Iris —

Overrides the PTZ cameras auto-iris and brighten or darken the image.



Pressing this button initiates the connected PTZ
camera to do an automatic tour of 360, but for speed
dome, many PTZ factories forbid this command.

By pressing and holding these buttons, the
PTZ camera will move up, down, right and left as
well as other directions.

2.4 Color and Audio adjustment

(1) Press the first button and drag to adjust the brightness of the image

that you selected, and you can resume its default value by pressingrﬂ.
(2) Press the second button and drag it to adjust the contrast of the image

that you selected and you can resume its default value by pressingﬂ.
(3) Press the third button and drag it to adjust the HUE of the image that

you selected, and you can resume its default value by pressingm.

(4) Press the fourth button and drag it to adjust the saturation of the image
that you selected, and you can resume its default value by pressing? 1

(5) Press the fifth button to switch sound of the audio that related to the
image you selected and drag the bar to adjust the volume, and you
can resume its default value by pressin:L.
