Thank you for purchase PLANET Wireless LAN Adapter WL-3550, the IEEE802.11 complied Wireless LAN adapters. In this installation guide, it illustrates the driver install steps for Windows 95/98, Windows NT. Please refer to the related section for your operating system with care. For more information, please also refer to the manual disk, thank you. 

I. Setup Adapter for Windows 95/98

1. Shut down your computer.

2. Insert the wireless LAN adapter.

3. Start Windows 95/98

4. Insert the “Driver & Utility Diskette” into your 3.5 inches floppy drive or CD-ROM drive.

5. Follow the instructions on the “New Hardware Found” windows and install wireless LAN’s Windows NDIS 3 driver. The drive is located in “A:\” or “E:\”

6. When install Windows 95/98 driver, you have to setup “Default Channel”, “ESSID”, “Network Type”, and “RTS Threshold”

6.1 Default Channel : If you setup “Network Type” in Ad-Hoc and it cannot join with other station, it will start at this channel.

6.2 ESSID: “Independent Basic Service Set” or “Basic Service Set” has ESSID, you have to set the same ESSID then you can join it. (default: “ANY” means “don’t care ESSID”)

6.3 Network Type: Ad-Hoc or Infrastructure,

Ad-Hoc mode: This computer will join a Independent Basic Service Set (Without a Access Point)

Infrastructure mode: This computer will join a Basic Service Set (connect to access point)

6.4 RTS Threshold: Select the RTS Threshold so that the frame size shorter than this value shall not perform RTS/CTS handshake. 

II. Setup Wireless LAN Utility for Windows 95/98

1. Before installing the Wireless LAN Utility (a.k.a., WLA Utility) program, make sure you have setup the wireless LAN adapter (Windows NDIS 3 driver) successfully.

2. Install “Wireless LAN Utility”

2.1 Insert the diskette labeled with “Driver & Utility Diskette”

 Double-click the “My Computer” icon. Open the icon of the floppy disk or CD-ROM drive.

Open the “Utility” folder and double-click “Setup” icon to begin the installation of the Wireless LAN Utility. 

III Setup Adapter for Windows NT 4.0

1. Shut down your computer.

2. Insert wireless LAN adapter.

3. Start Windows NT.

4. Click the “Start” button at the Windows NT Taskbar and move the pointer to view setting, Control Panel.

5. From the Control Panel windows double-click the “Network” icon.

6. In the “Network” window, select the “Adapters” tab and click “Add...” button then an “Insert Disk” window will show up.

7. Insert the “Driver & Utility Diskette” into your 3.5 inches floppy drive or CD-ROM drive and enter “A:\” or “E:\” (assume E: is your CD-ROM drive) as the location of source. Click “OK” button to continue.

8. Select the WLAN Wireless Network Adapter item form the “Select OEM Option” dialog. Click “OK” button to continue.

9. Leave all value in its default setting in the “WLAN Network Adapter Setup” dialog. Click “OK” button to conclude the installation of the wireless LAN adapter.
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
