STEP I : Hardware Installation
To install WL-8300V2 Wireless LAN PCI Adapter, please follow these steps:

Make sure the WL-3550V2 PCMICIA adapter is seated in the PCI Adapter's PC Card slot firmly.  Find an available PCI slot in your computer. Slide in the PCI adapter to the PCI slot and tighten the adapter with a screw to the PC's case. 
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Step II : PCI Card Reader Driver Installation

1. Power on the PC and Windows will automatically detect the PCI Card Reader and prompt you to install the necessary driver.  Click “Cancel” to cancel the installation.  

2. Insert the CD-ROM into your CD-ROM Drive.

3. From Start menu, choose Run and type “e:\utility\ricohpci\setup.exe” (assume the CD-ROM locate in E drive) (You may also start the program from double click the setup program from “My Computer” directory “e:\utility\RicohPCI”) 

4. Upon the driver installed, the setup program will request to restart the system. Click on “Re-start”

Step III : WL-3550V2 Driver Installation

Driver Installation for Windows 98/ME

1. Windows 98/ME will automatically detect the WL-3550V2 and prompt you to install the necessary driver. Click "Next" to begin the installation. 

2. Check "Search for the best driver" click "Next". 

3. Check "CD-ROM drive", click "Next". Windows 98/ME will automatically find the file. 

4. Windows 98/ME will then acknowledge that it has found the appropriate driver, click "Next" 

5. Windows 98/ME will now install the driver

6. As the driver files are being copied to the appropriate location, you will be prompted to insert the Windows CD.

7. Insert the Windows CD. Select "D:\" from the drop down list (where "D" represents the CD-ROM drive), click "OK" 

Note
You must insert the Windows 98/ME CD as the driver installation requires special files that will not be available even if you have stored a copy of Windows on your hard drive.

8. After Windows 98/ME has finished installing the appropriate files click "Finish" 

9. You will be prompted to restart your computer, click "YES" to complete the installation. 

Driver Installation for Windows NT 4.0

1. Login as Administrator

2. From the desktop, select “Control Panel”, double-click “Network”, click “Adapters”, click “Add”

3. Click “Have Disk”

4. Insert the CD and manually enter the path to the driver, "D:\" from the drop down list (where "D" represents the CD-ROM drive), click “OK”.

5. Select your adapter, “PRISM 2 IEEE 802.11 PC Card Adapter” from the list, click “OK”.

  Note:
: You may needs Windows NT CD during this setup for NT 4.0

6. Click “Close” from the “Network” dialog, Windows NT will auto-bind the new adapter with any network protocols already installed on the system.

7. After the auto-binding procedure is complete, select “Properties” from the “Network” dialog. At this point you may choose to manually specify an IP address, or automatically obtain an IP address if you are using a DHCP server. Consult your Systems Administrator for information about your server type, IP address settings and DNS number.

8. After the settings configuration is complete, confirm that the “Computer Name” and “Workgroup” designations are correct, and click “OK”.

9. You will be prompted to restart your computer, click yes to complete the installation 

10. Upon restart, open the "Devices" menu from the "Control Panel", to confirm that the driver installation was successful. Your adapter's driver should now be listed in the "Devices" menu. If your device is PCMCIA Adapter, you should start "Pcmcia" first (Hint : select "Pcmcia", click Startup, choice Automatic then click Start)

Driver Installation for Windows 2000

1. Windows 2000 will automatically detect the WL3550V2 and prompt you to install the necessary driver. Click “Next” to begin the installation.

2. Check “search for the best driver…", click “Next”.

3. Check “CD-ROM” , click “Next”. Windows 2000 will automatically find the file.

4. Windows 2000 will then acknowledge that it has found the appropriate driver, click "Next".

5. Click ”Yes” to continue the installation. Windows 2000 will now install the driver.

6. After Windows 2000 has finished installing the appropriate files click “Finish”
STEP : IV Configuration Utility Installation
1. Insert the CD into CD-ROM Drive.

2. From the "Run" window type "D:\Utility\WL3550V2\setup.exe" (where "D" represents a CD-ROM Drive).

3. Click “Next” to accept the License Agreement and continue with the installation.

4. Choose destination location, click “Next” to continue the installation

5. Select program folder, Click “Next”.

6. Windows will copy file automatically

7. When Setup is complete , just click “OK” to finish installation and you may run the utility program by double-clicking on the program icon of “Configuration Utility”.
